

Town of Locust Fork
February 23, 2016
Regular Council Meeting

The Town Council of Locust Fork, Alabama met at 6:00 p.m. at town hall, with Mayor Joseph B. Hughes presiding and calling the meeting to order.  Council Member Powell opened the meeting in prayer.  Members present Council Members Barbara Richey, Sarah Holt, Robert Chamblee, Joseph Lay, Weslie Powell, Attorney Jeff Sherrer, and Town Clerk April Wheeler.  
Council Member Powell made a motion to approve the minutes from the Feb 09 meeting, Council Member Holt seconded that motion, and all were in favor. 
Ronnie and Kandi Fuller with the youth football league stated they had been able to get the invoice corrected from Locust Fork High School. Also, they asked about what they needed to do if they found land to create a youth league football field. Council Member Powell suggested they would need to get the cost of buildout and find a reasonable location. Kandie also requested registration dates to be held at the Town hall on April 23, May 7 & 21st, June 4 & 18th, and April 9th.  Kandi also asked if the Football/Cheer could host their car wash at the Town Hall on July 23rd. No motion taken. 
David Russell representing Softball stated that Baseball agreed to remove the mound after this season. He wants the town to look for a good mound for baseball. Mayor Hughes stated he would need get prices and make a proposal for the new mound, and he would need to bring the Baseball president with him. David also spoke about wanting to wrap the dough outs with metal instead of painting them. He stated he has people willing to do it for free the town would just have to provide the materials. David also stated that the bleachers were needed to be repainted. 
Council Member Powell made a motion to approve the accounts payable, Council Member Holt seconded, all were in favor, motion moved. 
 Mayor Hughes asked the council if they felt there was a need for the Town to have its own Facebook page. Council Member Powell stated he did not to think that there was a need at this time. No motion taken. 
Attorney Jeff Sherrer asked what the Town wanted on the New Lease agreements for the Donation Property tenants.  Mayor stated that it would be just a standard one year agreement. Attorney Jeff Sherrer asked the Town Clerk April Wheeler to provide him with tenant information. 
 Attorney Jeff Sherrer asked if the Town has much feedback with the annexation letters. Town Clerk April Wheeler stated they town only received one response. Mayor Hughes expressed that he was under the understanding that the Planning Committee were going to do follows up with the residents and questioned why this hasn’t been done.  Council Member Chamblee stated that the Planning Committee would start to work on that as soon as possible. 
Council Member Powell spoke about the upcoming events with the Chamber of Commerce. 
Council Member Chamblee spoke about Roads and the only concern at this time was the drain being blocked on Pine Bluff road and wanting the fire department to try and clean it out as soon as possible. 
Council Member Richey spoke about the possibility of the park hosting a state softball tournament. She expressed her concern on wanting all the repairs made in order for the park to be safe and presentable as possible. 
Mayor Hughes and Council discussed the Concession stand bids. After discussing all the facts Council Member Powell made the motion that the new Lease be awarded to David and Stephanie Holland, Council Member Chamblee seconded that motion, all were in favor, motion carried. 
Council Member Chamblee stated Planning Committee had no news to report.
Mayor Hughes spoke about the annual Alabama Power Check being $80,510.31. Mayor stated it was little more than the Town had budgeted for.
Council Member Powell made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Council Member Chamblee seconded the motion, All were in favor, meeting adjourned at 7:10.
