Regular Council Meeting

The Town Council of Locust Fork, Alabama met at 6:00 p.m. at town hall, with Mayor Joseph B. Hughes presiding and calling the meeting to order.  Council Weslie Powell opened the meeting in prayer.  Members present Council Members, Joey Lay, Joey White, Weslie Powell, Barbara Richey, Attorney Jeff Sherrer and Town Clerk April Wheeler. 
Council Member Richey addressed issues with the Community Center renter Peggy Hallmark. Mrs. Hallmark stated she didn’t damage the facility in anyway and requested that the Council not keep her deposit. Council agreed to give Mrs. Hallmark her deposit back. 
Sheriff Candidate James Chapman spoke to everyone about his plans if elected for Sheriff and asked for everyone’s vote in upcoming election. 
Adam Youngblood President of LF Park Board spoke to Council about an upcoming Fundraiser that was presented to them. They recommended the Town Council & Mayor allow Susie Brown to host a Fundraiser at the Park on June 9th for new playground equipment. Susie Brown spoke to Council about all she would be doing at the fundraiser. Council Member Powell made a motion to approve Susie Brown to host the fundraiser at the LF Park on June 9th with Park Boards overseeing the event, Council Member White seconded that motion, all in favor, motion carried. 
Adam Youngblood stated he spoke with Marie Hawkins with Locust Fork Baptist Church that will be hosting the annual “Fireworks in the Park” on July 1st. He stated she wanted to make sure it was ok for them to have a bicycle race on the walking track for that day only. Mayor Hughes stated he didn’t see a problem with that and for Adam to let her know that would be fine. 
Mayor Hughes spoke with the Youth League Presidents about possibly finding a better solution to keeping the Park running smoother during the Regular Season of Baseball & Softball. Each President stated they would work with Town on finding a way to work together with the Town and keeping it running as smooth as possible. 
Mayor Hughes spoke about the Renter of A Cut Above would be no longer leasing the Donation Property from the Town, Madison Tidwell requested the Town to consider her for taking over the current Lease and keeping it a Salon. Council Member Powell made a motion to let the Mayor authorize new lease to Madison Tidwell under the same guidelines as previous lease, Council Member Richey seconded that motion, all in favor, motion carried. 
Council Member Lay made a motion to approve the minutes from April 10 & 26th, 2018 minutes, Council Member Powell seconded that motion, all in favor, motion carried.
Council Member Powell spoke about upcoming Chamber events.
Council Member Richey spoke about the Senior Center not needing the 3rd employee at this time. After recommendation From the M4A Director Laura King Council Member Richey made a motion to let go of Employee Candace Pinyan as of June 1st 2018, Council Member Lay seconded that motion, all in favor, motion carried. 
Mayor Hughes spoke about the Paving that happen on Spunkyhollow and the complaints that he had received about it. He also stated it was a County Project and not the Town’s. 







Council Member White stated there he had to speak to Baseball league Coaches and Board Members about picking up after themselves after each game. 
Council Member Lay made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Council Member Powell seconded the motion, All were in favor, meeting adjourned at 6:35.
