Regular Council Meeting

The Town Council of Locust Fork, Alabama met at 6:05 p.m. at town hall, with Mayor Joseph Hughes presiding and calling the meeting to order.  Council Member Powell opened the meeting in prayer.  Members present Council Members Barbara Richey, Robert Chamblee, Joseph Lay, Weslie Powell, and Attorney Jeff Sherrer.  
Council Member Powell made a motion to approve the amended minutes from the June 28, 2016 meeting, Council Member Chamblee seconded that motion, and all were in favor, motion carried.
Josh Holt representing the LF youth football presented his drawing of one idea he had on how to rearrange the park to accommodate a football field.  The Council, Mayor and a few of the coaches talked about several other ways the park could be rearranged. No motion taken.
Council Member Powell spoke about a possible Grant that Wallace State is working on for the LF Fire department.  
Mayor Hughes opened the sealed bids for the 2016 paving project.

5. Central AL- $27.50 per ton binder, total bid; $28,517.50

Council Member Powell spoke about the upcoming events with the Chamber of Commerce. 
Council Member Richey stated that Eric Gargus would be starting some work at the park to clear out creek, remove old brick fireplace and clean up all old fencing.  
Council Member Chamblee stated the Planning Commission did not have a meeting. 
Council Member Powell made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Council Member Chamblee seconded the motion, All were in favor, meeting adjourned at 6:53.
