Regular Council Meeting

The Town Council of Locust Fork, Alabama met at 6:00 p.m. at town hall, with Mayor Joseph Hughes presiding and calling the meeting to order.  Council Member Chamblee opened the meeting in prayer.  Members present Council Members Barbara Richey, Sarah Holt, Robert Chamblee, Joseph Lay, Weslie Powell, Clerk April Wheeler and Attorney Jeff Sherrer.
Council Member Chamblee made a motion to approve the minutes from the Aug 23rd meeting, Council Member Richey seconded that  motion all were in favor, motion carried. 
Attorney Jeff Sherrer spoke about the different legal aspects of changing the LF Volunteer Fire Department into a paid unit. His recommendation at this time was to keep it the same until further research could be done. 
Trevor Bollen representing the LF Fire Department handed out to the council several different options on what the Fire Chief Jeff Coleman had put together for paid positions for the fire department. No action was taken at the time. 
Mayor Joe Hughes talked about the Grant that the Town gives to the Education Foundation each year. He stated that the grant the Town currently gives only helps one of the schools each year and the funds are alternated between the High and Elementary each year. Council Member Powell made a motion for the Town to give 2 grants each year one for the Elementary and one for the High School for a total of $1,500.00, Council Member Holt seconded that motion, all in favor motion carried.
Council Member Powell made a motion that the council approve the 2016-2017 budget, Council Member Richey seconded that motion, all in favor, motion carried. 
Council Member Powell spoke about upcoming Chamber events.
Mayor Hughes asked council about choosing which of the Town Roads if any they would like to add to the current Paving Contract. Council Member Powell made a motion to add Shadow Brook (30,895.00), Town Hall Road/Old Town Hall Road (30,728.00). Council Member Chamblee seconded that motion, all in favor, motion carried.  
Planning commission stated Andy Massey will be resigning on Dec 31, 2016. Mayor Hughes asked attorney Jeff Sherrer what the town needed to do in order to dismember the Planning Commission due to the fact that they do not have enough member and no current obligations at this time.   
Council Member Holt made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Council Member Powell seconded the motion, All were in favor, meeting adjourned at 6:57.
