

Town of Locust Fork
November 09, 2015
Regular Council Meeting

The Town Council of Locust Fork, Alabama met at 6:00 p.m. at town hall, with Mayor Joseph B. Hughes presiding and calling the meeting to order.  Council Member Chamblee opened the meeting in prayer.  Members present Council Members Barbara Richey, Sarah Holt, Robert Chamblee, Joseph Lay, Attorney Jeff Sherrer, and April Wheeler, Town Clerk. 
Council Member Chamblee made the motion to approve the minutes from the October 27th meeting, Council Member Sarah Holt seconded that motion, all were in favor. 
Attorney Jeff Sherrer spoke about the work he has been doing on the donation property, he presented maps that explained the property lines. Jeff will be working to move the project forward. 
Attorney Jeff Sherrer spoke about Annexation and possibly doing a legislation mail out. He spoke about what the letter should say. Mayor Joe Hughes suggested that the letter has something regarding the Municipal Elections and the confusion of whether or not they were in the town limits. Jeff explained that if more people would be willing to annexation it would bring more revenue for the Town through Alabama Power but would not cost the home owners rate to increase. Question regarding whether or not it would help homeowners insurance for them to be in the Town Limits? No motion taken. 
Mayor Joseph Hughes spoke about the concession stand coming up for bid; he asked that all Council members take in to consideration on what they thought the bid should consist of. Should the contract be renewable? All bidders must be aware that Coke products must be used if available; anyone who didn’t abide by the contract with Coke would forfeit their contract with the Town. No motion taken.
  Mayor Joseph Hughes spoke about the Camera system at the Town of Cleveland. Several different option are available depending on what the Council thought was necessary. Council Members expressed their opinion on whether the Town should pay to have it monitored full time by 911 or should the system just be monitored by Town council members. No motion taken. 
Council Member Richey moved to adjourn the meeting, Council Member Holt seconded the motion, all were in favor, meeting adjourned at 6:50.
